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Resumen:

The category of nilspaces was infroduced around 2010 by Antolin Camare-
na and Szegedy. It was originally conceived as a tool in additive combinato-
rics, specifically for generalizations of Szemerédi’s theorem. The strength of the
concept liesin its remarkable structure theory: while by definition nilspaces are
compact spaces X together with closed collections of “cubes” C"(X) c X?",
n = 1,2,... verifying some topological axioms, under suitable assumptions a
nilspace may be represented as an inverse limit of (smooth) niimanifolds. In
recent years some exciting application of nilspaces have been found in to-
pological dynamics (maximal nilfactors) and ergodic theory (convergence of
multiple ergodic averages). In the talk we will discuss some of the key results in
this direction.
